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Expert: Introducing NEP amid
teacher shortage is a problem

Bengaluru: Chancellor of
Central University of Orissa
and president of Ananthku-
mar Pratishthana, PV Krish-
na Bhatt, hasraised concerns
over Karnataka implemen-
ting NEP, considering over
50% of teaching posts in the
statearevacant.

Pointing out that teachers
are crucial to implementing
the policy, he said there is not
enough preparation to roll it
out effectively in the state.

He was speaking at a webi-
nar on National Education
Policy — The Future of 30+
crore Indians.

Bhatt said proper orienta-
tion of teachers is very impor-
tant and unless that is done,
the policy cannot be imple-

mented smoothly. He said uni-
versities and colleges should
have the freedom to design
their own curriculum as per
their requirements.

Prof MK Sridhar, member
of Central Advisory Board of
Education, MHRD and All In-
dia Board of Management
Studies, AICTE said the new
education policy laid empha-
sis on improvement of tea-
cher education, early childho-
od education and care, equity,
inclusiveness and flexibility
in higher education.

Vice-chancellor of Nrupa-
tunga University, Shrinivas
Balli wondered if the indust-
ry would be able to provide in-
ternshipstothe large number
of students under NEP. He sa-
id most teachers, educational
institutions and bureaucrats
are waiting for government
guidelines on the policy and
not ready to even look into it
themselves.
